Title of Project

The title of the project is RV-Card ( from the “Greeting-Card Association),

the greeting card that makes your lady stands up
The idea of this one and half -minute video clip is similar to a commercial
advertisement only with the addition of special effects.

The Plot

This is first ever South East Asia open championship — man versus lady tennis.
We are in the final set of the match. The score is 40-40(deuce), and we are in
the final match point. It is the Laura (lady) turn to serve in this set. Being super
exhausted, she makes a serve to the right of the court, and it was a weak one.

Mark (man) anticipates this and makes a cross-court drop shot return. Being
quick witted and smart, Laura already anticipates this when she saw her weak
serve. She already starts running to the net but suddenly her left leg cramps,
she trips and falls down. Her supporters are shocked. Laura tries to get up, but
her leg gives way and she has to sit down. Some of her supporters are crying,
others are touched.

Suddenly the line-man, Kelvin (K) runs into the court. Kelvin bends downs and,
passes Laura a card. She opens the card and reads it. After reading the
message she suddenly re- energized, and stands up to resume the match.

Laura makes a super serve that was clocked at 270 kmh. Mark being a great
player, tries to make a return. He is shocked that the serve is so powerful that it
shredded his racket strings.

The ending is purposely not shown to have a sequel. The content / message of
the card is also not revealed to keep the audience talking about it!

Zoom-in scene

There will be 3 scenes. First one will zoom to the Laura (L) when she serves.
Second one would be when she reads the content of the card. The final one is
Mark (M) when he returns the ball.

Output

The significant special effect is the Mark (M) swirling sideway to save the ball.
As the speed of the ball is very high, he will grip his racket very hard, and the
tennis ball will spin next to string of the racket.

The secondary special effect is the ball going through the racket by slowly
breaking / shredding the string of the racket.

Future enhancements (optional) special effect is to replace Mark with the actual
tennis champion, which is Roger Federer, Novak Djokovic or Rafael Nadal. This
will be taken into consideration when the time allows.

Layers

Energizing - Morphing and image synthesis
Racket string removal — In-painting and object removal
We foresee that there will be a minimum of 3 layers. This will be analysed further.
