b. Always included

Use Case Extension:

a. Can be extended

a. A parallel process with user case modeling

b. Try to capture the key objects/classes. (Something like the ER diagram)

c. Have only class/attributes, but no operations.
d. Associations have multiplicity

e. Associations can have constraints

f. Associations have no navigability.
