Accessing VM'’s web server from Host machine

1. Check the network adapter of the VM by clicking on the VM’s name under the “Network” tab.
Most likely you will be having only one network adapter, the NAT (network address translation)
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2. Go to “Settings” and click “Network” tab
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3. Go to “Adapter 1” tab, check ‘Enable Network Adapter’, and choose ‘Host-only adapter’ under
‘Attached to’ dropdown list. Under ‘Name’ dropdown list, choose everything that you have
there. Click OK.
