Philip Yeo conferred Honorary Doctorate by IC

Imperial College London honorary degrees are awarded to
people “of conspicuous merit, who are outstanding in their
field or who have given exceptional service to the
university.” At the Asia Convocation held at the University
Cultural Centre on 30 November 2007, Mr. Philip Yeo
(Chairman, SPRING) was recognized by IC for his
outstanding contribution to Singapore’s economic growth.
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Mr. Yeo is one of Singapore’s true pioneers of economic development. He
is credited with harnessing the country’s skills in industries such as

semiconductors, aerospace and speciality chemicals. He has been
passionate about developing people, helping thousands of Singaporeans
to study at top universities around the world on government-funded
scholarships. At A*STAR, for example, he established a graduate
academy to train 1,000 PhD scholars in IT, engineering, molecular biology,
biochemistry and medicine.
